Course Description
The purpose of this one-credit course is two-fold: 

1. Introduce you to the MS program, expectations, options, process, timings, etc.

2. Give you a brief overview of the research and teaching interests of CSE faculty.

Course Requirements:

2. Thesis Critique: Email the author and title of the thesis you have selected to khalili@uta.edu  by 10/6/2007; Theses are available in UTA central library and can be searched at http://pulse.uta.edu; A two-page critique (due before 12/1/2007 in the CSE office) should include the following: 
· Identification: Author, Supervising Faculty, Title etc.
· Classification: What narrow part of computer science is addressed?
· Effort: How much effort/creativity appears to have been expended?
· Contribution: What are the most notable results?
· Bibliography: What are the author’s key references?
· Opinions: What do you think about the research?
2. Defense Attendance: 
· You are required to attend two defenses announced through the cse website http://www.cse.uta.edu
· Critique: There is a defense attendance form available at the class website, which you have to get signed by a faculty committee member and turn it in the CSE office. One copy is available in your handout. 
· You must attend 2 defenses before the deadline for defense in the Fall 2007 semester (11/27/2007).  The deadline for your critique is 12/1/2007.
Course Grade:
The course grade is pass/fail. To earn a pass you must attend the seminar and turn in all of the above-mentioned things on time; no late submissions will be accepted.
